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Terms of Order


1.  The terms of this Order are set out in Schedule 1. O. Reg. 380/20, s. 3.

SCHEDULE 1


1.  Service of documents on the Crown in right of Ontario, any Minister of the Crown including the Attorney General of Ontario, the Children’s Lawyer, the Public Guardian and Trustee or the Director of the Family Responsibility Office in any proceeding, including any intended proceeding, other than a criminal proceeding, shall only be effected by such electronic means as the Attorney General may designate on the website of the Ministry of the Attorney General.

2.  Section 1 of this Schedule also applies with respect to service of documents on any other person where a statute, regulation or rule requires the documents to be left with the Children’s Lawyer or the Public Guardian and Trustee.

3.  Sections 1 and 2 of this Schedule apply despite section 15 of the Crown Liability and Proceedings Act, 2019 or any other statute, regulation or rule governing service on the Crown in right of Ontario, any Minister of the Crown including the Attorney General of Ontario, the Children’s Lawyer, the Public Guardian and Trustee or the Director of the Family Responsibility Office. p-section
