prescribing legislation for the purposes of subclause 38 (1) (c) (ii) of the Act,


iii.
prescribing requirements for a licence for the purposes of clause 38 (1) (e) of the Act,


iv.
prescribing material change for the purpose of subsection 38 (2),


v.
prescribing the time for reapplication for the purposes of clause 46 (a) of the Act, and


vi.
prescribing material change for the purpose of section 52 of the Act.
