3.  The following documents need not be in a form prescribed by this Regulation if they are submitted for registration under the Land Titles Act in a non-electronic format:

An instrument, including a notice, caution, certificate, order or direction, that is executed by the Director, the Director of Titles, the examiner of surveys appointed under section 14 of the Land Titles Act or a land registrar.
