formation


25.  (1)  The members of the Society in any county or any part thereof may, with the approval of Convocation, form an association and elect the trustees thereof.  R.R.O. 1990, Reg. 708, s. 25 (1).


(2)  At the time of the formation of an association or at any time thereafter, upon and in accordance with the request of Convocation, the trustees shall cause the association to be incorporated.  R.R.O. 1990, Reg. 708, s. 25 (2).


(3)  Upon formation, an association shall send to the Secretary a certified copy of its constitution and by-laws and thereafter shall send all amendments thereto as they are made, and, upon incorporation, an association shall send to the Secretary a certified copy of its letters patent and by-laws and thereafter shall send all amendments thereto as they are made.
