1.  It is a condition of the making of a grant under section 30 of the Act that the recipient of the grant,


(a)
provide the prescribed classes of circulating materials in accordance with section 23 of the Act; and


(b)
supply financial, statistical and any other information or documents as requested by the Minister under clause 20 (f) of the Act.  R.R.O. 1990, Reg. 976, s. 1; O. Reg. 69/10, s. 1.


2.  For the purposes of clause 23 (2) (a) of the Act, the following are the prescribed classes of circulating materials:
