(Hunting)


1. Subsection 1 (1) of Ontario Regulation 665/98 is amended by adding the following definitions:

“same–sex partner” means either of two persons of the same sex who live together in a conjugal relationship outside marriage;

“spouse” means,


(a)
a spouse as defined in section 1 of the Family Law Act, or


(b)
either of two persons of the opposite sex who live together in a conjugal relationship outside marriage;


2. Clause 53 (3) (a) of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:


(a)
hunting with a person who is an immediate relative or same–sex partner and who holds a resident licence to hunt moose;


3. Clause 54 (2) (b) of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:


(b)
is hunting with a person who is an immediate relative or same–sex partner and who holds a resident licence to hunt moose.


4. Clause 60 (2) (a) of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:


(a)
is hunting with a person who is an immediate relative or same–sex partner and who holds a resident licence to hunt bear;


5. This Regulation comes into force on March 1, 2000.
