(General)


1. The definition of “associate” in subsection 7 (1) of Regulation 90 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by striking out “and” at the end of clause (c) and by striking out clause (d) and substituting the following:


(d)
any relative of that person who resides in the same home as that person,


(e)
any person who resides in the same home as that person and to whom that person is married, or any person of the opposite sex or the same sex who resides in the same home as that person and with whom that person is living in a conjugal relationship outside marriage, or


(f)
any relative of a person mentioned in clause (e) who has the same home as that person;


2. Item 5 (A) of Form 7 to the Regulation is amended by striking out “spouse” and substituting “any individual of the opposite sex or of the same sex with whom you live in a conjugal relationship”.


3. This Regulation comes into force on the day section 60 of the Amendments Because of the Supreme Court of Canada Decision in M. v. H. Act, 1999 comes into force.
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
