1. Section 5 of Ontario Regulation 354/95 is amended by striking out “and” at the end of clause (r) and by adding the following clauses:


(r.1)
providing for the exemption of any class, variety, grade or size of milk or cream from any or all of the regulations under the plan;


(r.2)
providing for the exemption of any person or class of persons engaged in the producing or marketing of milk or cream or any class, variety, grade or size of milk or cream from any or all of the regulations under the plan; and
