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Amending Reg. 718 of R.R.O. 1990

(General)

1.  (1)  Subsection 6 (2) of Regulation 718 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by striking out “or” at the end of clause (a) and by adding the following clause:


(a.1)
to educate and train persons in the making and testing of liquor; or


(2)  Section 6 of the Regulation is amended by adding the following subsection:


(3.1)  The education and training described in clause (2) (a.1) must,


(a)
occur in a post secondary educational institution with a program of instruction in the science and art of making liquor that is,


(i)
a group of related courses leading to a degree, diploma, certificate or other document awarded by the institution, and


(ii)
authorized to be offered in Ontario;


(b)
be restricted to students enrolled in the program; and


(c)
be conducted and supervised by persons who have successfully completed a course on server training approved by the board of the Alcohol and Gaming Commission. 
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
