158.  (1)  Despite section 4, one single dwelling together with accessory buildings and structures, may be erected, located and used on the land described in subsection (2) if the following requirements are met:

	0.65 ha

	Minimum lot width
	70 m

	Minimum front yard setback
	15 m

	Minimum side yard setback
	5 m

	Maximum dwelling height
	9.1 m

	Maximum dwelling floor area
	325 m²



(2)  Subsection (1) applies to that parcel of land in the City of Burlington, in The Regional Municipality of Halton, being part of Lot 9 in Concession I, S.D.S., more particularly described as Part 1 on Plan 20R-12837 deposited in the Land Registry Office for the Registry Division of Halton (No. 20).


(3)  Despite section 6, the single dwelling existing on the day this section comes into force on the land described in subsection (4), may be extended or enlarged if the single dwelling as extended or enlarged complies with the following requirements:

	Minimum lot area
	0.69 ha

	Minimum lot width
	45 m

	Minimum front yard setback
	15 m

	Minimum side yard setback
	5 m

	Maximum dwelling height
	5 m

	Maximum dwelling floor area
	325 m²



(4)  Subsection (3) applies to that parcel of land in the City of Burlington, in The Regional Municipality of Halton, being part of Lot 9 in Concession I, S.D.S., more particularly described as Part 2 on Plan 30R-12837 deposited in the Land Registry Office for the Registry Division of Halton (No. 20).


3.  Schedule 72 to the Regulation is revoked.
