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(Licences to Sell Liquor)
Note:
Since the end of 2001, Regulation 719 has been amended by Ontario Regulation 247/02.  Previous amendments are listed in the Table of Regulations published in The Ontario Gazette dated January 19, 2002.


1.  The definition of “manufacturing site” in subsection 2.1 (3) of Regulation 719 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by adding “the fermentation and production of beer” after “spirits”.


2.  Section 33 of the Regulation is amended by adding the following subsections:


(3)  Despite subsection (1), the licence holder may permit a manufacturer of liquor or a representative or employee of a manufacturer or the Liquor Control Board of Ontario to bring liquor onto the premises to which the licence applies for the purpose of having the licence holder or the licence holder’s employees sample the liquor in the presence of the manufacturer, representative or employee. 


(4)  The licence holder shall ensure,


(a)
that the sampling is conducted in accordance with guidelines on the sampling of liquor issued by the Registrar of Alcohol and Gaming; and


(b)
that any sampled liquor remaining at the conclusion of the sampling is immediately removed from the premises.


3.  Clauses 87 (2) (e) and (f) of the Regulation are revoked and the following substituted:


(e)
does not associate consumption of liquor with driving a motorized vehicle, or with any other activity that requires care and skill or has elements of physical danger;


(f)
does not depict motorized vehicles in motion in advertising showing the consumption of liquor, unless the motorized vehicle is a form of public transportation;
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
