That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 118 in the Township of Dysart, Bruton, Clyde, Dudley, Eyre, Guilford, Harburn, Harcourt and Havelock and in the County of Haliburton lying between a point situate 845 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the northerly limit of the King’s Highway known as No. 121 and a point situate 950 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Bayshore Acres Road.
