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Amending Reg. 965 of R.R.O. 1990

(Hospital Management)

1.  Regulation 965 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by adding the following section:


23.2  (1)  A hospital shall provide information from medical records to the following persons for the purposes of the diagnosis of persons who may have contracted SARS and the investigation, prevention, treatment and containment of SARS:


1.
The Chief Medical Officer of Health within the meaning of the Health Protection and Promotion Act. 


2.
A medical officer of health within the meaning of the Health Protection and Promotion Act.


3.
A physician designated by the Chief Medical Officer of Health.  


(2)  In subsection (1),

“SARS” means severe acute respiratory syndrome.
