Amending Reg. 935 of R.R.O. 1990

(General)

1.  The definition of “Formulary” in subsection 1 (1) of Regulation 935 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by striking out “and includes amendments dated September 30, 2005” at the end.
