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Amending O. Reg. 2/05

(Fee Waiver)


1.  The definition of “spouse” in subsection 1 (1) of Ontario Regulation 2/05 is revoked and the following substituted:

“spouse” means spouse as defined in Part III of the Family Law Act. (“conjoint”)


2.  Section 3 of the Regulation is amended by adding the following paragraph:


8.1
Fees under Ontario Regulation 43/05 (Mediators’ Fees (Rule 75.1, Rules of Civil Procedure)) made under the Act.


3.  Section 7 of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:

Litigation guardian or representative


7.  (1)  This section applies to a person who is,


(a)
under a “disability” as defined in subrule 1.03 (1) of Regulation 194 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 (Rules of Civil Procedure) made under the Courts of Justice Act;


(b)
under a “disability” as defined in subrule 1.02 (1) of Ontario Regulation 258/98 (Rules of the Small Claims Court) made under that Act;


(c)
a “special party” as defined in subrule 2 (1) of Ontario Regulation 114/99 (Family Law Rules) made under that Act.


(2)  Where a person to whom this section applies seeks to obtain a fee waiver certificate, and the proceeding in respect of which the fee waiver is sought is one in which the person has or will have a,


(a)
litigation guardian under Rule 7 of Regulation 194 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 (Rules of Civil Procedure) made under the Courts of Justice Act;


(b)
litigation guardian under Rule 4 of Ontario Regulation 258/98 (Rules of the Small Claims Court) made under that Act; or


(c)
special party representative under Rule 4 of Ontario Regulation 114/99 (Family Law Rules) made under that Act,

any fee waiver request made under the Administration of Justice Act shall be completed by the litigation guardian or representative, or by the person who intends to become the litigation guardian or representative.
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
