Amending Reg. 619 of R.R.O. 1990

(Speed Limits)

1.  (1)  Paragraph 7 of Part 2 of Schedule 13 to Regulation 619 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is revoked and the following substituted:
District of Cochrane — Twp. of Fauquier-Strickland — Twp. of Moonbeam


7.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 11 in the Territorial District of Cochrane lying between a point situate 380 metres measured westerly from its intersection with the easterly abutment of the bridge over the Groundhog River in the Township of Fauquier-Strickland and a point situate 605 metres measured easterly from the centre line of the roadway known as Leonard Avenue in the Township of Moonbeam.

(2)  Paragraph 18 of Part 2 of Schedule 13 to the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:

District of Cochrane — Town of Smooth Rock Falls — Twp. of Fauquier-Strickland 


18.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 11 in the Territorial District of Cochrane lying between a point situate 595 metres measured westerly from its intersection with the easterly abutment of the Mattagami River Bridge in the Town of Smooth Rock Falls and a point situate 775 metres measured easterly from its intersection with the line between Lots 23 and 24 in Concession 12 in the Township of Fauquier-Strickland.

(3)  Part 4 of Schedule 13 to the Regulation is amended by adding the following paragraphs:

District of Cochrane — Twp. of Fauquier-Strickland 


26.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 11 in the Township of Fauquier-Strickland in the Territorial District of Cochrane lying between a point situate 775 metres measured easterly from its intersection with the line between Lots 23 and 24 in Concession 12 and a point situate 275 metres measured easterly from its intersection with the line between Lots 23 and 24 in Concession 12.


27.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 11 in the Township of Fauquier-Strickland in the Territorial District of Cochrane lying between a point situate 120 metres measured easterly from its intersection with the easterly limit of the bridge over the Groundhog River and a point situate 380 metres measured westerly from its intersection with the easterly abutment of the bridge over the Groundhog River.
