(2)  Section 26 of the Regulation is amended by adding the following paragraphs:


47.
With respect to the information return required under Ontario Regulation 864/93 (Registration) made under the Act on the renewal of a certificate of registration, making a false or misleading statement or declaration or failing to fully provide the information required.


48.
Verbally or physically abusing an employee, agent, officer or other representative of the College.


49.
Engaging in conduct that would reasonably be regarded by members as conduct unbecoming a massage therapist.
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
