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Amending O. Reg. 424/97

(Commercial Motor Vehicle Operators’ Information)

1.  Subsection 1.1 (1) of Ontario Regulation 424/97 is amended by striking out the portion before clause (a) and substituting the following:


(1)  A commercial motor vehicle for which number plates have been issued by another Canadian jurisdiction is exempt from the requirements of section 16 of the Act if,

2.  The Regulation is amended by adding the following section:


1.2  (1)  A pick-up truck is exempt from the requirements of section 16 of the Act if,


(a)
it is being used for personal purposes without compensation; and 


(b)
it is not carrying, or towing a trailer that is carrying, commercial cargo or tools or equipment of a type normally used for commercial purposes. 


(2)  In this section,

“pick-up truck” means a commercial motor vehicle that,


(a)
has a manufacturer’s gross vehicle weight rating of 6,000 kilograms or less, and 


(b)
is fitted with either,


(i)
the original box that was installed by the manufacturer, which has not been modified, or 


(ii)
a replacement box that duplicates the one that was installed by the manufacturer, which has not been modified. 
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
