Amending O. Reg. 461/96

(Court Proceedings for Automobile Accidents that Occur on or after November 1, 1996)

1.  Section 7 of Ontario Regulation 461/96 is revoked and the following substituted:

“Livery Vehicle” for Purposes of Section 267.12 of the Act


7.  (1)  For the purposes of clause 267.12 (4) (c) of the Act, a livery vehicle is a motor vehicle,


(a)
that is designed for transporting not more than nine passengers; and


(b)
that is not a taxicab or limousine.

(2)  Subsection 267.12 (1) of the Act does not apply in respect of a livery vehicle during any period in which it is used to transport passengers for a fee.


2.  This Regulation comes into force on the day it is filed.
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
