Amending Reg. 851 of R.R.O. 1990

(Industrial Establishments)

1.  Item 8 of the Table to section 7 of Regulation 851 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is revoked and the following substituted:

	Sections 127 and 128
	A process uses or produces a substance that may result in the exposure of a worker in excess of any exposure limit set out in Regulation 833 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 (Control of Exposure to Biological or Chemical Agents), Ontario Regulation 278/05 (Designated Substance — Asbestos on Construction Projects and in Buildings and Repair Operations) or Ontario Regulation 490/09 (Designated Substances) all made under the Act.



2.  Clause (c) of the definition of “acceptable atmospheric levels” in section 119.1 of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:


(c)
the exposure to atmospheric contaminants does not exceed any applicable limit set out in Regulation 833 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 (Control of Exposure to Biological or Chemical Agents) made under the Act or Ontario Regulation 490/09 (Designated Substances) made under the Act;


3.  Table 1 of the Regulation is revoked.


4.  This Regulation comes into force on the later of July 1, 2010 and the day this Regulation is filed.
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
