In the case of a person licensed to practise law in Ontario as a barrister and solicitor, failing to report a claim, or the circumstances of an error, omission or negligent act that a reasonable person would expect to give rise to a claim, to an insurer through which indemnity for professional liability is provided under section 61 of the Act, as required under a policy for indemnity for professional liability.


xi.
In the case of a person licensed to provide legal services in Ontario, failing to report a claim, or the circumstances of an error, omission or negligent act that a reasonable person would expect to give rise to a claim, to an insurer, as required under a policy for indemnity for professional liability.
