(General)

1.  Subsection 38 (1) of Ontario Regulation 134/98 is revoked and the following substituted:

(1)  Subject to subsections (2) and (3), the prescribed limit for assets for a benefit unit, for the purposes of clause 7 (3) (b) of the Act, is equal to,

if the applicant or recipient is a single person, $592;

(b)
if the applicant or recipient has a spouse included in the benefit unit and there are no other dependants, $1,021;

(c)
if the applicant or recipient has a spouse included in the benefit unit and there are one or more other dependants, $1,708 for the applicant or recipient, the spouse and one other dependant plus $500 for each additional dependant;

(d)
if the applicant or recipient has no spouse included in the benefit unit and there are one or more dependants, $1,632 for the applicant or recipient and one dependant plus $500 for each additional dependant; and 

(e)
if the applicant or recipient is a person to whom subsection 11 (2) or (4) applies, $500 for each dependent child.
