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Amending Reg. 627 of R.R.O. 1990

(Use of Controlled-Access Highways by Pedestrians)

1.  Paragraph 19 of Schedule 1 to Regulation 627 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is revoked and the following substituted: 

19.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 11 lying between a point situate at its intersection with the roadway known as Muskoka Road 169 (also known as Bethune Drive) in the Town of Gravenhurst in The District Municipality of Muskoka and a point situate at its intersection with the centre line of the King’s Highway known as No. 520 in the Township of Armour in the Territorial District of Parry Sound.
