Amending O. Reg. 215/01
(FUEL INDUSTRY CERTIFICATES)

1.  Section 55 of Ontario Regulation 215/01 is amended by adding the following subsection:

(5)  A person is exempt from subsection 3 (1) when assembling an appliance that a retailer has sold to a customer if,

(a)
the appliance is a consumer product, as defined in section 2 of the Canada Consumer Product Safety Act (Canada), that is approved for sale and use under Ontario law;

(b)
the retailer is entitled to sell the appliance by its manufacturer;

(c)
the appliance is portable, is designed for outdoor use only and is not intended to be used to serve the public;

(d)
at the time of the sale, the retailer offers to have it assembled for the customer and the customer accepts the offer;

(e)
the person performing the assembly is an employee of the retailer or is an employee of the retailer’s agent;

(f)
the person performing the assembly has completed a program of training on the assembly of the appliance provided by the retailer or the retailer’s agent; and

(g)
the assembly is completed in accordance with the assembly instructions of the manufacturer of the appliance.
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2.  This Regulation comes into force on the day it is filed.
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
