(2)  Despite the definition of “tobacconist” in subsection 1 (1), a retail establishment that registered as a tobacconist with the board of health for the place where it is located before January 1, 2020 continues to be a tobacconist for the purposes of this section if,

(a)
at the time of registering with the board of health, at least 50 per cent of the establishment’s inventory consisted of specialty tobacco products; and

(b)
during every 12-month period after registering, at least 50 per cent of the establishment’s total sales for the previous 12 months consists of specialty tobacco products.
