3.2  Every person responsible for a day camp for children shall ensure that it is operated in a manner consistent with the document entitled “COVID-19 Guidance: Summer Day Camps”, dated June 1, 2020 and available on a website of the Government of Ontario.

17.  Schedule 3 to the Regulation is amended by adding the following section:
Post-secondary institutions


5.1  (1)  Every person responsible for a university, college of applied arts and technology, private career college or other post-secondary institutions shall ensure that it does not provide in-person teaching and instruction except in accordance with subsection (2).

(2)  On or after July 2, 2020, in-person teaching and instruction may be provided for students that,

(a)
are enrolled in the institution; and

(b)
would be eligible to graduate if they complete components of their program that can only be delivered through the in-person teaching and instruction.
