Amending Reg. 194 of R.R.O. 1990

(RULES OF CIVIL PROCEDURE)

1.  (1)  Subrules 4.05.2 (2), (3), (6) and (7) of Regulation 194 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 are revoked and the following substituted:
Documents That May be Filed


(2)  Any document that may or must be filed under these rules, other than a document listed under subrule 4.05.1 (2) or that is filed for the purposes of rule 60.07, may be filed electronically by submitting the document through the Civil Submissions Online Portal, if the Civil Submissions Online Portal provides for the electronic filing of the document.
Registrar’s Acceptance Required


(3)  A document submitted for filing through the Civil Submissions Online Portal is filed only if it is accepted by the registrar.

Documents That May be Issued


(6)  Any document that may or must be issued under these rules, other than a document listed under subrule 4.05.1 (7) or that is issued for the purposes of rule 60.07, may be issued electronically by submitting the document through the Civil Submissions Online Portal, if the Civil Submissions Online Portal provides for the electronic issuance of the document.
Registrar’s Acceptance Required


(7)  A document submitted for issuance through the Civil Submissions Online Portal will be issued only if it is accepted by the registrar.

(2)  Subrule 4.05.2 (11) of the Regulation is amended by striking out “requested to be filed or issued electronically in accordance with this rule” and substituting “submitted for filing or issuance”.

(3)  Subrule 4.05.2 (12) of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:
No Filing or Issuance Without Acceptance


(12)  For greater certainty, a document that is not accepted by the registrar for filing or issuance is not considered to have been filed or issued, as the case may be.

Person to be Examined Must Produce Required Documents and Things


(2)  The person to be examined shall produce for inspection at the examination,

(a)
on an examination for discovery, all documents in his or her possession, control or power that are not privileged and that subrule 30.04 (4) requires the person to produce; and

(b)
on any examination, including an examination for discovery, all documents and things in his or her possession, control or power that are not privileged and that the notice of examination or summons to witness requires the person to produce.

(2)  Subrule 34.10 (3) of the Regulation is amended by striking out “to bring to the examination and produce for inspection” in the portion before clause (a) and substituting “to produce for inspection at the examination”.
