1.  (1)  Paragraphs 1 and 2 of Part 1 of Schedule 132 to Regulation 619 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 are revoked and the following substituted:
Regional Municipality of York — City of Toronto — City of Vaughan

That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 427 lying in the northbound lanes between a point situate at its intersection with the roadway known as Brown’s Line in the City of Toronto and a point situate 1200 metres measured southerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Major Mackenzie Drive in the City of Vaughan in the Regional Municipality of York.

That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 427 lying in the southbound lanes between a point situate at its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Major Mackenzie Drive in the City of Vaughan in The Regional Municipality of York and a point situate at its intersection with the centre line of the King’s Highway known as No. 401 in the City of Toronto.

(2)  Paragraph 1 of Part 3 of Schedule 132 to the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:
Regional Municipality of York — City of Vaughan

That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 427 in the City of Vaughan in the Regional Municipality of York lying in the northbound lanes between a point situate 1200 metres measured southerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Major Mackenzie Drive and a point situate at its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Major Mackenzie Drive.
