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Amending O. Reg. 364/20
(RULES FOR AREAS AT STEP 3 AND AT THE ROADMAP EXIT STEP)

1.  Subsection 3 (1) of Ontario Regulation 364/20 is amended by striking out “Schedule 3” and substituting “Schedules 3 and 4”.

2.  (1)  Subsection 1 (2) of Schedule 4 to the Regulation is amended by striking out “sections 1 to 5” and substituting “sections 1 to 4”.

(2)  Subsections 2 (2) to (3) of Schedule 4 to the Regulation are revoked and the following substituted:

(2)  The person responsible for a business or organization that is open shall operate the business or organization in compliance with any advice, recommendations and instructions issued by the Office of the Chief Medical Officer of Health, including any advice, recommendations and instructions,

(a)
on physical distancing, cleaning or disinfecting;

(b)
requiring the business or organization to establish, implement and ensure compliance with a COVID-19 vaccination policy;

(c)
setting out the precautions and procedures that the business or organization must include in its COVID-19 vaccination policy; or

(d)
on screening individuals by, among other things, posting signs at all entrances to the premises of the business or organization, in a conspicuous location visible to the public, that inform individuals on how to screen themselves for COVID-19 prior to entering the premises.

(3)  The person responsible for a business or organization that is open shall operate the business or organization in compliance with any advice, recommendations and instructions issued by a local public health official under the Act before February 25, 2022, other than advice, recommendations and instructions described in clause (2) (b) or (c).

(3)  Subsections 2 (7) and (9) of Schedule 4 to the Regulation are revoked.

(4)  Subsection 4 (3) of Schedule 4 to the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:

(3)  Without limiting the generality of subsection (2), the safety plan shall describe how the requirements of this Order will be implemented in the location including by screening and masks or face coverings.

(5)  Section 5 of Schedule 4 to the Regulation is revoked.
