Amending Reg. 619 of R.R.O. 1990

(SPEED LIMITS)

1.  (1)  Schedule 127 to Regulation 619 of the Revised Regulations of Ontario, 1990 is amended by adding the following Part:
Part 0.1

Regional Municipality of York
Regional Municipality of York — Town of Aurora, Town of East Gwillimbury

1.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 404 in the Regional Municipality of York lying between a point situate 1000 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Aurora Road in the Town of Aurora and a point in the northbound lanes situate at 100 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Boag Road in the Town of East Gwillimbury.

2.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 404 in the Regional Municipality of York lying between a point situate 1000 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Aurora Road in the Town of Aurora and a point in the southbound lanes situate at its intersection with the roadway known as Woodbine Avenue (also known as Regional Road No. 8) in the Town of East Gwillimbury.

(2)  Paragraph 1 of Part 1 of Schedule 127 to the Regulation is revoked and following substituted:
City of Toronto

Regional Municipality of York — Town of East Gwillimbury


1.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 404 lying between a point situate at its intersection with the King’s Highway known as No. 401 in the City of Toronto and a point situate 1000 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Aurora Road in the Town of Aurora in the Regional Municipality of York.

2.
That part of the King’s Highway known as No. 404 lying between a point in the northbound lanes situate at 100 metres measured northerly from its intersection with the centre line of the roadway known as Boag Road in the Town of East Gwillimbury and a point situate at its intersection with the roadway known as Woodbine Avenue (also known as Regional Road No. 8) in the Town of East Gwillimbury in the Regional Municipality of York.
