Lawyer’s Admission or Acceptance Sufficient Proof

(3)  Where a lawyer admits or accepts service of a document on behalf of a party, the lawyer’s written admission or acceptance of service is sufficient proof of service and need not be verified by any other proof of service.

proof of service in accordance with subrules (2) to (6) which, despite rule 16.09, shall be in Form 74B (affidavit of service) or 74B.1 (lawyer’s certificate of service);

Service


(3)  The applicant shall serve, by a method listed in subrule 74.04 (7), the notice of application and a copy of a draft of the judgment sought on each person who has a contingent or vested interest in the estate.

(2)  Subclause 74.18 (9) (a) (i) of the Regulation is revoked and the following substituted:

proof of service of the documents specified in subrule (3), (3.1) or (3.2) in Form 16B (affidavit of service) or 16B.1 (lawyer’s certificate of service),
