When suspension not mandatory


1.  For the purposes of subsection 306 (5) of the Act, the suspension of a pupil is not mandatory if, 


(a)
the pupil does not have the ability to control his or her behaviour;


(b)
the pupil does not have the ability to understand the foreseeable consequences of his or her behaviour; or


(c)
the pupil’s continuing presence in the school does not create an unacceptable risk to the safety or well-being of any person.  O. Reg. 106/01, s. 1.
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
