Definitions

the day that the person or the person’s parent or guardian ceases to reside in the area of jurisdiction of the French-language successor board or receiving board for the isolate board; or

Dispute resolution


13.11  Any disputes on the following matters shall be referred to an arbitrator selected by the Minister:

1.
Disputes between an isolate board’s successor board and receiving board, if any, as to the ownership of assets and the assumption of liabilities following the merger of the isolate board with the successor board.


2.
Disputes between any boards that were members, or that were merged with boards that were members, of the Northern School Resource Alliance with respect to the operations of the Alliance after the mergers of isolate boards with successor boards described in subsection 13.6 (3) or with respect to the division of the Alliance’s assets following its dissolution.
