1.  A waste disposal site or waste management system is exempt from sections 30 and 32 of the Environmental Protection Act if it is or forms part of an undertaking that,

2.  (1)  The use, operation or establishment of a waste disposal site is exempt from section 30 of the Environmental Protection Act if the establishment of the site is exempt from section 5 of the Environmental Assessment Act under Ontario Regulation 101/07 (Waste Management Projects) made under that Act. (2)  The alteration, extension or enlargement of a waste disposal site is exempt from section 30 of the Environmental Protection Act if the alteration, extension or enlargement is exempt from section 5 of the Environmental Assessment Act under Ontario Regulation 101/07.  O. Reg. 105/07, s. 2.
