Disclosure 


1.  Despite subsection 49 (1) of the Act, 


(a)
an investigator appointed under section 8 of the Public Hospitals Act in respect of Hotel-Dieu Grace Hospital, Leamington District Memorial Hospital and Windsor Regional Hospital may disclose personal health information to a College within the meaning of the Regulated Health Professions Act, 1991 for the purpose of the administration or enforcement of the Drug and Pharmacies Regulation Act, the Regulated Health Professions Act, 1991 or an Act named in Schedule 1 to that Act; and


(b)
a College mentioned in clause (a) shall disclose personal health information to an investigator appointed under section 8 of the Public Hospitals Act in respect of Hotel-Dieu Grace Hospital, Leamington District Memorial Hospital and Windsor Regional Hospital where it is necessary or advisable to do so for the purpose of the investigator’s investigation under subsection 8 (1) of that Act.
