This Regulation is made in English only.

1.  In this Regulation,

“implementation plan” means the plan formulated and filed with the Planning and Implementation Commission under subsection 149 (1) of the Act for the school year referred to in the plan and in respect of which the board has been given notice;

“notice” means notice of the Minister that the Roman Catholic school board is eligible to share in the legislative grants for secondary school purposes,


(a)
for the school year set out in the notice, and


(b)
in respect of the method and location, if any, set out in the notice, for the provision of instruction in the grade or grades set out in the notice.  R.R.O. 1990, Reg. 284, s. 1.


2.  The following conditions are prescribed for the purposes of subsection 128 (2) of the Act:


1.
The Roman Catholic school board shall undertake in accordance with its implementation plan to provide in its schools or pursuant to an agreement with another board the grade or grades set out in the implementation plan.

The Roman Catholic school board shall meet the criteria set out in subsecton 151 (2) of the Act with respect to the provision of the grade or grades set out in its implementation plan.  R.R.O. 1990, Reg. 284, s. 2.
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
